RBI proposes regulation for safer digital payments

MUMBAI

The Reserve Bank of India
(RBI) issued a draft circular
proposing an Alternative
Factor Authentication for
all transactions to boost
digital-payment security.
As per the draft, an ad-
ditional factor of authenti-
cation was mandatory,

must be robust and one of
them dynamically created,
that is a factor is generated
and can be used only once.
In addition, the banking
regulator also said the fac-
tor should be determined
by a host of parameters, in-
cluding a risk profile of the
customer and transaction
value, among others. The
RBI has also mandated

compulsory customer con-
sent before a new factor of
authentication in addition
to choice to withdraw con-
sent and de-register.
Contactless cards with a
value lower than %5,000
per transaction, insurance
premium, credit card pay-
ments above 1 lakh and
other categories up to
315,000 are exempted.

The RBI also released
another draft circular pro-
posing due diligence to be
undertaken by banks to
verify Aadhar-enabled Pay-
ment System (AePS) touch-
point operators.

The notification is as per
RBI’'s Know Your Customer
Master Direction 2016. The
RBI proposed KYC upda-
tion be carried out for op-

erators who had not un-
dertaken any financial
transaction for six months
straight, before further
enabling the operator. Al-
so, the operators must be
monitored on an ongoing
basis by banks that ac-
quired them and all agents
must adhere to the Nation-
al Payments Corporation
of India (NPCI) regulations.

the way markets are dis-
counting.

Nayar also endorsed the
approach in the recent
Budget to prioritise fiscal
consolidation over ramping
up welfare expenditure, not-
ing that it is a prudent
strategy by the Government.

The recent Budget move
to peg the public infrastruc-
ture capex at I11.11 lakh
crore for 2024-25 is good.
There is also need to reinvig-
orate national monetisation
plan in whatever form, he
added.

JOB CREATION
On the four schemes an-
nounced in Budget for job
creation, Nayar said that full
impact on private sector and
its contribution can be
known only after about six
months and still there are
more work and guidelines
required on that front.
Given the global uncer-

Centre introduces Bill to replace colonial-era aviation law

Another colonial-era law, the
nine-decade-old Aircraft Act
is set to be replaced with a
new legislation, Bharatiya
Vayuyan Adhiniyam (BVA).

Civil Aviation Minister
Rammohan Naidu Kinjarapu
on Wednesday introduced
the Bharatiya Vayuyan Vid-
heyak, 2024 in the Lok Sabha.

“As a result of numerous
amendments over a period of
90 years, a need is felt to ad-
dress the ambiguities and
confusion experienced by
the stakeholders, to remove
redundancies, to enable ease
of doing business and to
provide for manufacture and
maintenance in the aviation
sector, and to re-enact the
aforesaid Act in the form of a
Bill,” the Minister men-
tioned in the ‘statement of
objects and reasons’ of the
Bill.

The 26-page legislation
hasamuch bigger role for the

Directorate General of Civil
Aviation, which will now is-
sue the Radio Telephone Op-
erator (Restricted) Certific-
ate and licence, which was
earlier issued by the Depart-
ment of Telecommunica-
tion.

The Bill has listed 10 object-
ives, including providing for
the design, manufacture and
maintenance of aircraft and
related equipment.

It prescribes provisions to
empower the Centre to make
rules to implement the con-
vention relating to interna-
tional civil aviation and
other matters relating to
civil aviation security. It also
has provision to empower
the Central government to
issue orders in an emergency

in the interest of public
safety. The Aircraft Act 1934
was enacted to make better
provision for the control of
the manufacture, posses-
sion, use, operation, sale, im-
port and export of aircraft.
The regulation of civil air
transport within the territ-
ory and the airspace above
India, including regulation of
international air services of
national and foreign air car-
riers, is the sovereign func-
tion of the government.

Accordingly, this is given
effect under the new Act,
covering international regu-
lations, and bilateral and
multilateral agreements and
arrangements to which India
is a contracting party or
which has been acceded to or
ratified by India.

The 1934 Act has been
amended several times to en-
hance safety, oversight and
to meet the requirements for
the sustainable growth of the
aviation sector and to give ef-
fect to the provisions of in-
ternational conventions.

Diesel, petrol exports may slow down
on weak Europe demand, low margins

The country’s exports of pet-
rol and diesel, which were
sluggish during June 2024,
are expected to be subdued
for the next couple of
months largely on account of
weak demand from Europe,
low margins and upcoming
domestic refinery
maintenance.

Market players and ana-
lysts attribute the develop-
ment to lower demand for
diesel in Europe. Gasoline or
petrol exports fell due to
more supplies hitting the do-
mestic market on account of
refinery maintenance. Jet
fuel exports, on the other
hand, are expected to main-
tain momentum, albeit not
on the scale witnessed dur-
ing May 2024.

However, diesel exports to
Asia continued to rise in
June, with cargoes to Africa
declining relative to May but
well within the historical
range.

Data from Petroleum
Planning and Analysis Cell
(PPAC) show that diesel ex-
ports fell by 9.4 per cent m-
o-mand 0.5 per cent y-0-y to
1.94 million tonnes. Out-
bound cargoes of petrol de-
clined 3 per cent m-o-m to
1.24 mt. On an annual basis,
motor spirit exports rose
marginally by 0.8 per cent.

Overall, India’s refined
petroleum product exports
fell by 5 per cent m-o-m and
0.6 per cent y-o-y to around
4.98 million barrels per day
(mb/d).

MOMENTUM DECLINES

India’s exports to Europe
have been subdued largely on
account of strong domestic
supplies and slow demand,

trade sources said.
Vortexa’s Head of APAC
Analysis, Serena Huang

pointed out that India’s
diesel exports to Europe re-
bounded in June to 125,000
barrels per day (b/d), re-
bounding from the multi-
year low in May. However,
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they are still down by over 50
per cent year-on-year.

“The rebound in exports is
likely driven by lower Middle
East exports to Europe in
June, as well as a compensa-
tion of the weak exports in
May,” she added.

While diesel exports to
Asia continued torise in June
(around 132,000 b/d),
volumes to Africa (around
131,000 b/d) were down rel-
ative to May but well within
historical range.

India’s gasoline exports
last month declined to a five-
month low of 360,000 b/d,
Huang said.

HIGH DEMAND

Trade sources said that high
gasoline demand in the
Middle East is keeping the
barrels in the region, which
has impacted exports to East
and South Africa during June
and July.

As per Vortexa data, In-
dia’s petrol exports to Africa
stood at roughly 56,000 b/d, a
marginal decline of 0.5 per

cent M-o-M. “Export-ori-
ented refineries could be
selling more supplies to the
domestic market amidst on-
going and upcoming refinery
maintenance in the country.
Weak export margins have
also dampened incentives
for refineries to ramp up ex-
ports,” she added.

For instance, state-run
Bharat Petroleum Corpora-
tion’s (BPCL) Kochi refinery
will undergo maintenance
during September-October
and Bina refinery during Au-
gust-September 2024.

In the coming months,
Huang expects the export
momentum to remain sub-
dued. “India’s diesel exports
have remained relatively
stable in the first two weeks
of July, whilst gasoline ex-
ports have fallen further to
260,000 b/d. With a slew of
refinery maintenance up-
coming, India’s refined
product exports could see

further declines in the
months ahead,” she
projected.
